WEST TENNESSEE REGIONAL FORENSIC CENTER

The $13 million West Tennessee Regional Forensic
Center (WTRFC) includes 32,000 square feet of
operational space, and is located in Memphis, the
second largest city in Tennessee, with a population of
more than 653,000. The office is centrally located near
downtown in the heart of the Medical District.

The WTRFC performs approximately 1,000 autopsies
per year for 13 counties west of the Tennessee River.
The center encounters a wide variety of cases,
including traumatic deaths, toxicological deaths,

and natural deaths. Affiliation with the University of
Tennessee Health Science Center (UTHSC) Department
of Pathology, Le Bonheur Children’s Hospital, and
Methodist University Hospital allows consultations in
many pathology subspecialties, including pediatric
pathology, neuropathology, and all of the surgical
pathology subspecialties, as well as access to medical
microbiology and clinical chemistry.

The forensic pathologist will perform functions of a
medicolegal pathologist, performing post mortem
examinations and associated work duties.
